
1. Turn on Headlights so that headlight housing is in upright position.
2. Remove Fusebox cover underhood and remove 20amp “retra” fuse
(SEE Diagram #1)
3. Turn Headlight switch off (headlights will stay in upright position)

4. Remove Battery from vehicle by loosening battery terminals
And unbolting battery mount bolts along side of battery.
5.Remove (2) philips head screws in black plastic headlight 
Housing cover and remove cover. (SEE diagram #2)

6. Remove headlight motor arm that runs along fender side of light 
Housing. This is a ball mount style connector rod that simply pops 
Off by prying with a pair of pliers. Once rod is disconnected the
light will fall back down , so use caution and hold on tight.
(SEE diagram #3)

7.Remove hood prop rod from passenger headlight frame by 
Unclipping plastic snap clip(SEE diagram #4)
8. Move prop rod temporarily out of the way while still supporting the
hood. We chose to wedge it into the pass side motor mount or you can
use your own way to support the hood open (SEE Diagram #5)

9.Remove (2) 10mm nuts from top of light frame mount
(SEE Diagram #6)
10. Remove (2) 10mm bolts from backside of light frame mount
(SEE Diagram #7)

11.Frame is now loose , Pull it up and unplug the headlight harness
From the light and then remove the whole assembly.
(SEE Diagram #8)

12.Remove radiator mount hooks w/ 12mm socket.
(SEE Diagram #9)
13. Remove headlight motor arm from the headlight motor with 
pliers , removes the same as in step #6
(SEE Diagram #10)

14. Remove hood prop holder by drilling out (2) spot welds in light  
Housing. Start with a 1/8” drill bit(SEE Diagram #11) and step up to 
A 3/8” drill bit so that the welds are removed and the holder pops off.
(SEE Diagram # 12)

15.Remove (2) 10mm bolts inside bumper cover headlight trim.
(SEE Diagram #13)
16. Remove Trim piece by bending plastic outward and cutting a
notch in plastic to pull out trim without removing the fender or 
bumper clip. (SEE Diagram # 14)
***The absolute right way to remove this trim would be to undo (4)
10mm bolts along top of fender and undo (1) 10mm bolt inside
fender well . This would let you pull the fender out far enough to
unbolt the clip in the corner of the trim and let it come out in 1
piece without cutting*** We chose step 16 because this is what 
most people have chosen to do rather than remove the fender which
is time consuming for a small trim piece that is not reused.

17. Drill (2) ¼” holes into the light frame mount to the sides of the
factory bolts (SEE Diagram # 15) Mark holes by placing XTC light 
housing temporarily onto frame and make sure the holes you drill line 
up with the mounting tab of the housing.
18.Insert ¼” x 1.5” bolts from below into the holes drilled in prior step 
and tighten down with ¼” lock washer and nut. (SEE Diagram #16)
19. Place Hood prop rod holder back onto factory bolt, tighten down 
and reclip prop rod back into holder.(SEE Diagram #16)

20. Place XTC housing onto frame and mark plastic housing for notch
to clear hood prop mount. (SEE Diagram #7)
21.Drill ¼” holes into XTC housing where the ¼” bolts strike housing
and where factory bolts strike housing.(SEE Diagram #17)
22. Once drilled , place housing over bolts and use supplied self
tapping screw to mount front XTC housing Tab to Radiator support 
cross member. Make sure housing is all the way against fender and is 
aligned properly   (SEE Diagram # 18)

23. Now close hood and check fitment of XTC headlight housings. 
If the housing is out of line , use supplied washers and nuts to space
the housing up on the ¼” bolts.(SEE Diagram # 19)
If the front needs spacing use washers under the mounting tab to
shim the housing front upward. The 3 mounting points shimmed
properly should give you proper alignment to hood and fender. 
(SEE Diagram # 20)
24. Once adjusted properly remove housing and set aside.

WIRING
25.Remount battery and reconnect positive and negative terminals.
26. Run harnessed Halo light wires to there respective locations on
the passenger and driver side light buckets. Run the harness along
the radiator support cross brace with supplied zip ties.
(SEE Diagram #21)
27. Mount the supplied relays with self tapping screws to inside of 
light frame mount.(SEE Diagram # 22)

28. Remove factory 10mm bolt in light frame and place relay 
ground underneath and tighten. (SEE Diagram #23)
29. Connect (3) relay wires to factory headlight plug with supplied 
plug in connectors. White(Relay) = Red/White(Factory)  
Red(relay)= Red/black(Factory)      Black (Relay)= Black (factory)

30. Run Halo ring wiring harness down driverside of engine 
Compartment along factory wires. Zip tie down . 
31. Pass wiring harness through factory grommet underneath 
Windshield washer motor or any other open grommet to safely enter 
driver compartment.(SEE Diagram #25)
32. Connect Halo ring Color selector switches and mount wherever
adequate

33.Connect Thin Black wire from halo ring switch to a good factory
ground under dash or in the kick panel. 
34. Connect thin red wire from halo ring switch with a 10 amp fuse
supplied , to the black/Pink(ignition) wire at the steering column
harness or any other ignition or parking light wire.
35. Plug Driving lights and halo lights into respective connectors. 
(SEE Diagram # 26)

36. Turn on headlight switch and make sure low beams are selected
and that the outside driving lights turn on. If the inner lights are on 
just switch the white wires at the driving lights. 
37. Turn on the high beams now and check that all 4 lights now light
up . (Both inner and outer lights). (SEE Diagram #27)
***If previous steps have failed use a volt meter or testlight and 
check all wires. Check that red/black shows +12volts on low beam ,
red/white shows +12volts on high beam , black shows ground at all
times. Also check relay wiring if necessary (SEE Diagram #27)

38. Adjust driving light beams up/down and left /right by
loosening 9/32” flat head mounting bolts on bottom and back
of light. Also loosen philips head nuts on driving light housing 
for up/down movement. (SEE Diagram #28)
*If needed , re-drill 5/16” holes into mounting plate for 
greater adjustment of light beam . 
***** MAKE SURE LIGHT HOUSING DOESN’T TOUCH
PLASTIC HOUSING , CAN CAUSE MELTING DUE TO 
EXTREME TEMPERATURES OF LIGHT.*************

39.Test halo outer rings with ignition on. Each touch of the halo 
switch should change the color of (2) lights. Check to make sure
the proper lights light in the right order. If not change the halo
connections at each light and recheck.(SEE Diagram #29)
*****If halo rings fail to light check the thin red wire for +12volts 
while the ignitionis on. Also check that the thin black wire is
grounded to a good grounding point.

40. Once all lights are adjusted , test fitted and working 
properly, Tighten ¼” nuts on each head light housing and self 
tapping screws to firmly mount housings into vehicle.
41. Replace Radiator mount hooks with 12mm bolts. 
42. Close Hood , turn on lights and ENJOY  your hard work!
