
XTC Dual Exhaust setup 
Instructions
1. – Jack up vehicle passenger side of car and use 

jack stands to support vehicle as well as the jack . 
Safety is Extremely important as you will be 
working underneath the vehicle. If you do not feel 
confident please use a lift or seek professional 
help.

2. – Remove old exhaust piping from the car. This 
may require a cut off wheel to remove rusted 
Bolts on the exhaust flanges. 

3. – Layout XTC exhaust on the floor next to your 
old piping for ease of assembly . This will give 
you a good basis of how the exhaust goes 
together. (PIC #1)

4. - Use the attached template to cut out exhaust exit 
hole . Most people will tape the template onto the 
rear bumper and mark it out with a pencil. Double 
check that the open is aligned in the same position 
as the passenger side stock cutout. (PIC#2)

5. – Use dremel or airsaw to cutout rear bumper for 
the exhaust pipe to fit through. Use sand paper or 
a fine file to sand and shape rough edges.

Tools Needed :
- Automotive Jack 
- Automotive jack stands
- ½” , 13mm , 14mm , 17mm open end wrenchs and sockets
- Metal cut off wheel or grinder to aid in removal of old exhaust
- Dremel or air saw to cut rear bumper
- 3 hours of free time 
- Patience



6. -Now take front most catback section and midpipe
and loosely join together with a 2.5” exhaust 
clamp . (PIC#1)

7. -Bolt front catback pipe to the Catalytic conveter
flange with supplied ½ “ bolts and exhaust
gackets. 

8. -Hang midpipe exhaust hanger onto factory 
rubber exhaust grommet on the passenger side in 
front of the wheel well area.

9. - Take Passenegr side Muffler and Pipe and install 
over rear control arm  and temporarily bolt it to 
the midpipe flange that is now located infront of 
the control arm with ½” bolts and exhaust 
gasket.(PIC #2) 

10. - You can use the slip fit section on the midpipe to 
adjust clearance so that the pipe doesn’t rub and 
that the rear section bolts up correctly.



11. - Bolt Muffler hanger loosely  onto muffler pipe 
just infront of muffler and hold muffler into 
factory position . Now mark where the hanger 
would need to be bent at a 90 dergee angle so it 
can be through bolted to the car body. (PIC #1)

12. -After the hanger is bent reposition everything 
and mark for a 3/8” hole to be drilled in the car 
chassis for the bracket to through bolt to . Lift 
interior carpet and drill out 3/8” hole and Bolt up 
exhaust hanger. (PIC #2)



13. - Now that you have the passenger side loosely 
hung insert driver side muffler pipe into the 
crossover pipe and loosely bolt exhaust clamp 
onto it . (PIC #1)

14. - Bolt Muffler hanger loosely  onto muffler pipe 
just infront of muffler and hold muffler into 
factory position . Now mark where the hanger 
would meet the spare tire well . 

15. -Remove spare tire and drill out hole marked with 
3/8” drill bit and loosely bolt hanger to car 
chassis. (PIC #2)

16. - Now that you have all the exhaust system hung 
and sort of in position , you can adjust the slip fit 
section to center the exhaust mufflers in there 
respective bumper cutouts and play with the 
hangers to adjust the height. (PIC #1)

17. - Once everything is aligned tighten all bolts 
uniformly on flanges for proper seal and tighten 
all exhaust clamps and hanger bolts.

18. - Check the exhaust by moving it up and down 
and left and right to ensure that it does not rub or 
hit any body parts or suspension pieces. If this 
happens play with the slip fit joints to ensure 
proper installation.  Every exhaust is made and 
test fitted on an actual vehicle before shipping for 
proper fitment
